IMPORTANT NOTICE!
NEW FEDERAL COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENT!

Effective this year, all Lions Clubs will be required to file an annual information report with the Internal Revenue Service in order to maintain their exempt status.  

Clubs not required to file IRS Form 990 or 990-EZ must file a brief report affirming their continued existence and qualification for tax-exempt status.  This new Form 990-N, referred to as the “e-postcard,” does not require any special software, and can be filed from virtually any computer with Internet access.  Lions Clubs with a fiscal year ending June 30 must file the required report by November 15, 2008.

In order to file, each club must have an IRS-issued Employer Identification Number (EIN).  If you club has an EIN, you should have received a letter from the IRS about the new requirement.  A sample is at http://www.lionsclubs.org/EN/content/pdfs/irs_sample.pdf.
